The author proves that the accusations
against the Venerable Nicodemus of the Holy Mountain, who is alleged to have
translated the works which promote the Roman Catholic understanding of spiritual
life, are groundless. The text of the translation of these works does not belong to
St. Nicodemus. St. Nicodemus had the exactly opposite intention. Being aware of
the spread of these works among the Greek population, he was encouraged by
Metropolitan Macarius (Notaras) to edit them with the aim to eliminate, wherever
possible, the distinguishing traits of the Roman Catholic understanding of spiritual
life and doctrine.

At
the same time an important aspect of the level of trust-distrust is not only the low
level of awareness and knowledge of the true state of affairs, but also
psychological barriers. It is particularly interesting why people who position
themselves as “believers at heart” hold the opinion that in order to seek God, to
communicate with Him it is not necessary to go to church, participate in the
sacraments, or even be a member of a church.

The author of the article sees the root of the problem in man’s subconscious
fear of the forthcoming change of thinking and the way of life from the so-called
“horizontal” paradigm — with a prevailing hedonistic value system and ego-
thinking — to the “vertical” one — spiritual and moral, the basis of which is the
paradigm of service, self-restraint and self-denial. Having an unconscious fear of
a change of world outlook paradigm, man builds protective mechanisms, a high
level of distrust in the Church being one of them. And one believes in them not
because one is illiterate and has no opportunity to obtain reliable information, but
because he wants to believe in them in order to justify himself for inaction to his
conscience.

In the conclusion the author makes an attempt to find ways to solve the
problem.

Orthodox Church. During World War Il he served in Pskov Orthodox mission.

A number of Orthodox clergymen were arrested
for their presence on the occupied territory and collaborating with the Nazis.
Priest Georgi Tailov was no exception. As the materials of his interrogation in his
legal case show, the procedural practice of those years was under the direct
ideological and departmental pressure of state policy of Stalin’s regime.The
source for the research were documents from the Latvian National Archives
(former KGB archives) as well as private archives of the Tailovs.

Holy Martyr Nikolas Prozorov, Problems of Ethical Assessment of
Martyrdom of the Early XXth Century

The article is devoted to the analysis of the life and work of the holy martyr
Nicholas Prozorov, who took holy orders in Penza diocese in 1919 and served in
Penza until 1927, when he moved to Leningrad to receive theological education. In
1928 he joined the movement of ‘“those who do not remember” led by
Metropolitan Joseph (Petrovykh). He was then rector of Aleksandro-Oshevenskaya
church at Piskarevka in Leningrad until his arrest in 1929. He was executed in
1930. In 1981 priest Nikolas Prozorov, Metropolitan Joseph (Petrovykh) and
several their associates were glorified as new martyrs by the Russian Orthodox
Church in Exile. After the reunion of the Russian Orthodox Church with the
Russian Orthodox Church in Exile, they started unifying the menologion, and by
the decision of the Holy Synod of the Russian Orthodox Church (No. 17) of March
11, 2020, Father Nicholas was included into the list of the new martyrs and
confessors of the Russian Church venerated by the whole Church. In this article we
attempt to give ethical assessment of the history of the Josephites’ movement of
“those who do not remember” and on this basis and by the example of martyr
Nicholas Prozorov we show the need for a multilateral approach to assess the
activities of religious movements in the early XXth century.

Role of Khabarovsk and Vladivostok Diocese and its First Bishop in
Orthodoxy Revival in the Far East of the USSR

The article is devoted to the place and role of Khabarovsk and Vladivostok
diocese, reconstituted in 1988, in the rebirth of the Orthodox religious tradition in
the Soviet Far East. The activity of bishop Gauvriil (Steblyuchenko), the first bishop
of the revived diocese, is examined and the problems he faced in organising
parishes and building parish life are analysed: In the diocese there was no
administrative church body for the management of parishes; there were only 15
parishes, only six of which were churches, the rest were functioning as houses of
worship; there was a personnel shortage (lack of clergy) and a shortage of
liturgical utensils, priestly vestments, spiritual literature for the laity.

During the first four months of his tenure as Bishop of Khabarovsk and
Vladivostok, Gavriil visited all the parishes of the diocese, despite their
considerable remoteness and difficulty with transport, introduced himself to the
local authorities and discussed the needs of the faithful. He visited the Moscow
Patriarchate twice and organized religious literature consignments; he initiated
bell ringing in one of the churches in Khabarovsk.

The revival of Orthodoxy in the Far East in the late 1980s was directly
linked with the process of church property restitution, during which the Russian
Orthodox Church (the Moscow Patriarchate) in the Far East emerged as a
“political force” for the first time. The article examines the attitude to the problem
of restitution on the part of believers and diocesan administration, as well as on
the part of society and authorities.

Propitious Directions of Specifying the Content of Master’s Syllabi in
Orthodox Theology in the Context of their Implementation at Educational
Theological Institutions

The article is devoted to the consideration of the most urgent directions
which allow specifying the content of master’s syllabi in Orthodox theology for
educational theological institutions of the Russian Orthodox Church. An overview
of the origins of European university education, for which theology is one of the
main fundamental educational and scientific fields, is presented. In Russia
theological education was not historically linked to the activities of classical



universities and developed in the system of theological academies and seminaries.
In Soviet times, the study of theology was strictly confined to a small number of
educational theological institutions. In the post-Soviet period, theology was
gradually overcoming its forced isolation and was recognised as an equitable
academic discipline only in 2016. The present time is a period of actual formation
of theology as a full-fledged academic discipline. In the article it is noted that in
order to attract new qualified specialists to research in this field it is necessary to
significantly enlarge the number of Master’s students aiming at getting a degree in
Theology, as well as to expand the network of Master’s programmes at local
educational theological institutions. The most promising directions for specifying
the content of Master’s programmes in Orthodox theology at local theological
schools could be programmes at the junction of theology and pedagogy, theology
and philology, theology and law, theology and medicine. Each of these areas is
practice-oriented and has strong research potential. The implementation of these
directions of specification will enable educational theological institutions to
improve the quality of the pedagogical staff involved in the implementation of
Master’s programmes due to inviting secular academics. Secular institutions of
higher education will expand the range of implemented areas of training at the
expense of theology, and will attract teachers of theological seminaries to the
spiritual and moral direction of the educational work of the institution.
