“Kollyvades Fathers” Based on the “Confession of Faith” by St. Nicodemus of
the Holy Mountain (1805) and his Literary and Publishing Activities Aimed at

the Spiritual Revival of Enslaved Greeks

In the 18th century Greek Church, the great spiritual tradition of the
Byzantine East received an unexpected boost to renewal. It was made possible
thanks to St. Nicodemus of the Holy Mountain. St. Nicodemus belonged to
traditional Athos monks. He took an active part in publishing “Philokalia”
(together with Macarius of Corinth in Venice, 1782), “Concerning Frequent
Communion of the Immaculate Mysteries of Christ”, and in adapting two works of
Western theology for the East, “Spiritual Combat™ and “Spiritual Exercises”.

The Kollyvades movement, as their ideological opponents called it, was a
movement of the second half of the eighteenth century, whose representatives
advocated a return to the Orthodox tradition. Theological controversy divided
Athos into two camps: those who insisted that the commemoration of the dead
could take place on all days, including Sundays, and those who argued that it could
take place on any day (preferably Saturday), but not on Sunday and not on Twelve
Great feasts. Since 1783 the Kollyvades raised a second theological issue, the
question of frequent communion.

The article raises the question of the use of the term “Kollyvades™” and the
role of St. Nicodemus in the Kollyvades movement. On the basis of available
sources it is argued that the term “Kollyvades™ is an ironic name for the defenders
of the tradition, used by their opponents.

The Role of Orthodox Priests in the Development of Schools on
Sakhalin in the Second Half of the 19th — Early 20™ Centuries

The article examines the role of the clergy of the Russian Orthodox Church
in the formation of school education on Sakhalin Island during the period of the
Russian Empire. Since the island was incorporated into the Russian state, priests
were among the first initiators of the creation of Sakhalin schools and the first
teachers. The study reveals the features of the schools of the convict island:
subordination to their Main Prison Administration, lack of consistency in the
content of education and functioning of schools, lack of teachers and arbitrariness
in recruiting teachers, specific, largely “convict” composition of teachers and
students. A feature of island life was the absence, throughout almost the entire
history of opportunities for the creation of parish schools, which is due to the lack
of a full-fledged population, church parishes and parish trusteeships. The
opportunity for their development appears only after the abolition of hard labor on
Sakhalin in 1906. The first and only parish school on the island at that time was
created in 1911 on the initiative of the governor of the island D.D. Grigoriev,
however, his resignation in 1916, the revolutionary process and military events that
unfolded soon, and then the establishment of Soviet power on the island
interrupted the development of church and school education and excluded clergy
from school life.

Archbishop John (Pommer): Period of Service
at Vologda Theological Seminary

The article describes a short period of hieromonk John’s (Pommer) being
inspector of VVologda Theological Seminary, to become archbishop of Riga and
Mitava later. A graduate of Riga Theological Seminary and Kiev Theological
Academy, hieromonk John worked as a teacher of Holy Scripture at Chernigov
Theological Seminary from 1904 to 1906. In 1906, having showed ability as a
gifted teacher, hieromonk John was appointed inspector of VVologda Theological
Seminary and served in that position for about a year. Hieromonk John took charge
of the educational process in the theological school during a most unfortunate
period, which was marred by protest movements. During his being inspector,
Hieromonk John gained important experience in spiritual and administrative
ministry, which contributed to the further development of the future hierarch. This
article focuses primarily on the realities of life in the theological institutions in the
most difficult period of their history and on the role of their superiors in fending
off revolutionary upheavals. Due to the short period of hieromonk John’s
(Pommer) being inspector of VVologda Theological Seminary, while considering
the topic stated above, we must admit scarcity of sources. The study is based on
materials from State Archive of Vologda Region, with the major resource being an
important source of personal origin, the diary of Vologda Theological Seminary
graduate Nicephorus llyinsky, who worked in his mother theological school as
assistant inspector for more than 30 years. These materials are being researched for
the first time. As additional sources materials from regional periodicals are used.

New Martyr Archpriest Leonid Bogoyavlensky of Penza and St.
Petersburg

Archpriest Leonid Konstantinovich Bogoyavlensky, a new martyr, was a
native of Penza, one of the most famous and authoritative pastors of Petrograd
(Leningrad) in the 1920s and early 1930s. Born in Insar, Penza Province on
August 15, 1871, he graduated from Penza Theological Seminary and then moved
to Petersburg to become the spiritual son of the Holy Father John of Kronstadt.
Father Leonid served as rector of St. Isaac’s Cathedral, Prince Vladimir and Holy
Trinity lzmailovsky cathedrals, and from 1927 to 1933 he was chairman and
secretary of Leningrad Diocesan Council. The pastor was arrested five times, in
1918, 1922, 1926, 1935 and 1937, and was shot in exile in Kostanay on November
23, 1937. Now Father Leonid is about to be glorified as a saint. The article was
prepared on the basis of archive documents.

Philosophical Foundations for the Formation of a Teacher’s Personal

The authors argue that during a social and cultural crisis, typical for many
countries around the world, with reference to the analysis of resources for training
Russian teachers to implement innovative subject areas of “Fundamentals of
Religious Cultures and Secular Ethics”, “Fundamentals of Spiritual and Moral
Culture of the peoples of Russia” there is a scientific challenge to more clearly
define the philosophical and methodological basis for approaches to its solution,
based on understanding the essence of the Orthodox spiritual values. To do it
successfully, an attempt has been made to refer to the ideas of the Greek Orthodox
philosopher Christos Yannaras. He defines the personality as independent
relevance and relation, where it is not an abstract analogy or juxtaposition, but an
event of “being opposite to something”. Jannaras proposes to understand such a
state of event relation as a way of being that is not only manifested, but carried out
as an attitude, which allows us to deepen our understanding of the formation of the
teacher’s personal readiness to work with the values of Orthodox culture. Hence
the result of the formation of the teacher’s personal readiness to work with the
values of Orthodox culture is the implementation of the way of being in the space
of Orthodox culture, characterized by dynamism and correlated nature of event
relations. In this case the process of the teacher’s readiness formation can be
understood as the creation of pedagogical conditions for changing the teacher’s
position from intellectual and ontic to ecstatic and entitative in the space of
Orthodox culture. The result of the formation of the teacher's personal readiness to
work with the values of Orthodox culture should be the teacher’s personal entrance
into the space of Orthodox culture. Theological, religious and philosophical,
cultural, anthropological, psychological knowledge becomes the educational
content. The existential experience of the teacher’s being in the space of Orthodox
culture becomes the subject of diagnostics.

In the presented article, the research gaze is turned to the problem of two
editions of the book of the Prophet Jeremiah, which have survived to this day in
the Masoretic text and the Septuagint translation. This textual feature is expressed
in the fact that there are compositional differences between them in the
arrangement of the order of chapters and the volume of text The Septuagint
translation shorter than the Masoretic edition by about 3000 words. On this basis,
the question arises which version of the text of the book under study is more
authentic to the original? There are 3 possible answers to this question in Biblical



science. The first two theories give preference to either the Septuagint translation
or the Masoretic text, and the third recognizes the equivalence of both editions. In
this work, these points of view of researchers are studied and the relation of the
Holy Scriptures of the Old and New Testaments to the textual problem being
presented is considered within the framework of the use of quotations from the
book of the prophet Jeremiah.
